Juniors (under 21) Welcome with Adult Supervision 
Directions: I-495 Beltway to Route 50 West, towards Fairfax, VA.  Go approximately 3 miles to Fair-
fax Circle. At the Circle, look for McDonalds. McDonalds is on Old Lee Highway.  Take Old Lee 
Highway 1/10 of a mile. Rene’s is on the ground floor of an office building on your LEFT with a 
lighted blue sign and directly across from Artie’s Restaurant. 
 
Please do not bring in food or drink!!!  This is a supper club.   
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On Saturday, June 2, nine of the Virginia shag clubs met in Richmond with officers of 
the Association of Carolina Shag Clubs.  The meeting included a proposal that all shag clubs 
in Virginia support the development and authorization of a motor vehicle license plate to pro-
mote our clubs’ primary interests, Carolina shag dancing and beach music.  The proposal was 
accepted and the Richmond club was asked to coordinate this campaign.  With everyone’s 
participation, we expect to see the new “Shag Tags’ on the roads effective July 1, 2008. 

In addition to your normal registration fee,  the shag license plates will add $10 to the 
cost each year.   You may also request up to a 6-character personalized plate for another $10 
per year.     

DMV requires a minimum of 350 bona fide applications , including payment of fees, 
before it will accept a request for a new tag.  There will be a deadline in the fall for members to 
make a commitment to buy this new tag.  We will collect the application forms and fees.  Eve-
rything will be forwarded to the Richmond Shag Club.  Once we have collected the required 
number of applications, the Richmond Shag Club will find an elected state official (State Sen-
ate or House of Delegates) to sponsor this plate.   

For right now, we need your thoughts on this.  Ther e will be a short survey form 
available at Rene’s.  The forms are to be filled ou t and returned to me no later than July 
25.  I will forward them to Richmond for review.   As I receive more details on the dead-
lines, etc., I will let everyone know. 

I think this is a fabulous idea and have been envious of the Carolina clubs who already 
have shag tags.  Hopefully, you will think this is as exciting as I do and support it.
